It is essential that now, more than twenty years after the
end of the second world war, a German Pcace Treaty should be
signed which would take into account the existence of the two
German States and help to create a sound political atmosphere in
Europe and in the world, _

One of these States is the German Democratic Rcpublic, a
peaceful State where the desire for peace 1s a tenet of State
policy. The GDR is a powcrful obstacle to the plans of the West
German military circles. Ilere the role and activity of the FDGB
are of major importancec.

In the German Federal Republic, within the ranks of the
working class and in wide intellectual circles, there are also !
peace forces which must be supported. The unions of the DGB can
become an even s tronger peace force in the 'near future.

7+ The recent Japan-South Korcan trcaty is a type of anti-
democratic and militaristic alliance whiech is being formed in the

The monopolies are concerned only with strengthening their |
" power, their domination and their hegemony. ;

- 17, - Therefore, the solutions capitalism offcrs to these problems

only worsen all the contradictions of the system and, in the
first place, the fundamental contradiction between the increasing|
social nuture of production and the increcasingly private nature |
of appropriation, ‘ ?

In order to achicve their objectives under these conditions,
the monopolies have to step up their profit drive to a much "
higher degree. Howcver, as they attack the people's purchasing
power while expanding production capacity, even though in an .
anarchistic manner, they arc creating the conditions for further
economic difficultics.

This explains the ups and downs, the recesslons and crises ﬁ
appearing in many countries, the 1nfiation brought about by i
military expenditure and by the anarchistic deVelopment of the |

The alleged cconomic miracles atkributed to certain countrigs
are followed by a state of stagnation and difficulties and, at !

PREAMBLE

Te Since its creation, exactly 20 years ago - the anni-
