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Labor has worked for Good Schools

American labor has played a strong, active role in the development of the 
American education system. Since the workingmen’s parties or the s, it 
has been the mission of American organized workers to press for equal access 
to educational opportunities for every citizen regardless of their economic 
condition or their “ station ” in life.

Unions and workingmen’s parties were determined that the promise 
of American democracy should be fulfilled in terms of equality of opportunity 
and the uprooting of class privilege.

The notion that free instruction should be meted out to the poorest of the 
poor engendered substantial resentment from the workers of the period. Why 
place a social stigma on the poor ? was the rationale of union leaders of the 
period. The answer, indeed, was universal free public eduction for everyone, 
rich and poor alike. They organized support for this point of view and the 
State of Pennsylvania became the first state to establish a free public school 
system.

The rest is history regarding free schools. The interest of unions, however, 
was not to rest their case there. The families of workers became the chief 
beneficiaries of public education, thus laying the ground work for labor’s 
consumer interest in education.

The evolution of labor’s role in education is well documented in the annals 
of labor history through convention proceedings, legislative initiatives and the 
public utterances of national labor leaders. The legislative history of the 
Smith-Hughes Act of 1917 and the George-Barden Act of 1946 offers a perfect 
example of the strong support which labor gave to advance vocational education 
in the United States.

But, it hasn’t stopped there. Beginning with Brown v. The Board of Educa­
tion of Topeka, Kansas, et al, in which both the AFL and the CIO supported 
the plaintiff, labor has been active in the struggle for equal educational 
opportunities for all Americans.

It is generally acknowledged that the Brown decision, coupled with' the 
launching of sputnik, revolutionized American education. These two acts 
led to a serious examination of what indeed was happening in the classrooms 
of America.

Did the Brown case open up Pandora’s box ? Indeed it did. We find 
ourselves 23 years later still trying to define quality education. The hassle over 
school integration goes on, and hundreds of studies —both public and private- 
have preoccupied the time and energy of thousands of educators legislators 
and consumer groups. *

Labour’s ‘ Crucial Rol ’
But, there is a positive side. In the early sixties the labor movement olaved 
a crucial role in the major breakthrough in federal aid to education? A series
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of legislative victories made greatly increased sums of federal 
to meet a wide range of educational needs.

Among the bills passed since 1963 have been the Vocational Education Act 
of 1963, the Higher Education Facilities Act of 1963, the Library Services 
and Construction Act of 1964. the Nurses Training Act of 1965, the Higher 
Education Act of 1965, the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965, 
the National Technical Institute for the Deaf Act of 1965 and the National 
Foundation on the Arts and Humanities Act of 1965.

Bills having to do with manpower training, together with programs such as 
Head Start and adult literacy training, also received strong labor support.

“ All of these programs would not have been passed without the strong 
support of the AFL-CIO and its affiliates, ” according to Senator Ralph, 
Yarborough, former chairman of the Senate Committee on Labor and Public 
Welfare.

Labor organizations throughout the period 1954 to the present have had 
major input in the decision making process in American education.

The American Federation of Teachers, representing classroom teachers 
in most major cities, has been exemplary in its leadership role of righting the 
wrongs of the past. The teachers have manifested their strong support for 
quality education and their concern for a high-quality product of their efforts 
which will meet the demands of society, now and in the future. They have 
provided the insight on what is necessary to reach the goal of equal opportunity 
in education. When the teachers talk of manageable class size, improvements 
m the field of guidance and counseling, improvements in the development of 
reading skills and so forth, America’s legislative leaders run for cover—because 
all of these things require a greater public investment in education. _

Historical Support

Yet, organized labor has never wavered from its historical support of free 
universal public education. By and large, it is the children of American 
workers who are the beneficiaries.

Beyond the secondary school level, labor has played a positive role in the 
further development of our system of higher education. More students of 
working class families are either enrolled in institutions of higher learning or 
are college bound than any other time in our history. This has been true 
throughout the sixties, tapering off in the Nixon-Ford years because of the lack 
of support and commitment of these two administrations to request the Congress 
to fully fund the Higher Education Act.

As a result, the sons and daughters of American workers have faced serious 
problems; q

The AFL-CIO, therefore, was glad to become a founding member of the 
Coalition for Low Tuition so that concerted action by unions, consumer 
groups and the higher education community itself can work toward the goal 
of easy access to post-secondary education for all Americans, regardless of their 
economic condition.
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The American Association of State Colleges and Universities, in a pamphlet 
entitled Basic Facts About Tuition and Educational Opportunity, states the 
case well. It is worth quoting:
■ “For over 150 years, the American people have accepted the principle that 
tuition should be kept as low as possible at public institutions—state universities 
and colleges, teachers’ colleges, community colleges, and post-secondary voca­
tional schools.”

The reasons are obvious. Most Americans have been low-tuition higher 
education as aii extension of the free public elementary and secondary school 
system; an extension that becomes more logical and more necessary as the 
complexity of modern society increases. This system has resulted in an extrcinly 
well-educated population which has made the United States the most pro­
ductive and the most technologically advanced country in the world. Uni­
versal free or low-cost education is seen by most Americans as one of the most 
fundamental safeguards of our democratic way of life.

Spread OF Higher Education ‘
Through low^tuition colleges, millions of Americans have risen occupationally 
and financially, made a greater contribution to our society, and also-paid much 
higher federal, state, and local taxes. Research also shows far more individual 
and social stability among the college educated— lower rates of family instability, 
poverty, unemployment, and crime, and far less dependence on costly govern­
ment social services. ‘ -.J
- Unfortunately, even today many qualified people are excluded from the 
benefits of higher education; by the .costs of college in most cases, sometimes 
because "of their sex-(historically, fewer women than'inen have had the chance 
to go to college), or because of race dr religion. But the G1 Bills after World 
War II, the widespread growth of public as well as private college education, 
and the beginnings of a national student aid system have shown promise that 
these" shortcomings can be .'overcome. .• \

• Yet today; Americans seeking a college education are in real trouble. More 
high school students are graduating each year, but fewer of them are going on 
to -any college. Rates of college-going and full-time attendance are falling 
precipitously among dependent, students from , families with incomes : under 
15,000. and even among those with higher inconies. ; ■ -:.

What is more, college-going varies greatly according to the state and locality 
in which a person lives.t- • / i J.: ;
" The most'important single reason for this decline in higher .educatidnal 
opportunity since about 1968 is student charges. Hard-pressed governors 
and state legislators have raised tuition and other charges as a’way-of balancing 
state budgets, sometimes with the mistaken belief that * there is enough student 
aid to take care of anyone who wants to go to college ’ or that ‘fewer people 
want to go, anyway ’.

The overwhelniing majority of Arhericans—working-class, lower-incorne 
and middle-incnmfi people, whites and nqnwhitcs—-still want themselves and 
their children to have education and training for which they are qualified and

»■> •
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in which they are interested.. Yet this great majority is not organized in 
any state to work effectively for low tuition, to make possible educational 
opportunity for all, or to fight for the adequate appropriations for higher 
education which are necessary in order to make low tuition and,quality educa­
tion possible. ,

Available data make the overwhelming case that many people now are kept 
out of college because of student charges, especially tuition; and that a.major 
effort is needed to help reverse the trend toward higher student charges and 
lower enrollment rates. America’s third century holds serious ;challenges and 
great promise. It is no time for Americans to turn their backs on over, 150 
years of progress toward universal opportunity for education, beyond the 
high school level.”
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Adult Education ; . - .

In the field of adult education, the American labor “
leadership role along with universities, government and private organizat .. ..

Tihnur in America has long had a commitment to'adult education and. the 
unions themselves have sponsored f^r-flung labor eduratio^ro^rams^djsigne 
to make leaders and members more effective participants in uniop ano 
community activities. , l
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a substitute for a careful assessment of the needs for lifelong learning and for I 
public funding at a level commensurate to that need. 1

An important beginning toward the public funding of lifelong learning is 
included in the Education Amendments of 1976 which added to the Higher 
Education Act a new provision authorizing $20 million for lifelong learning 
in 1977, increasing to $40 million by 1979. Although these are primarily 
planning and research funds, the provision does constitute a significant first 
step and it establishes as a matter of fed eral policy that “American society should 
have as a goal the availability of appropriate opportunities for lifelong learning 
for all its citizens.”. We urge the new Administration to take full advantage 
of this worthwhile beginning and to follow it up with further recommendations.

Labour Education Keeps Pace I

In the field of labor education, American unions with the valuable aid of some I 
40; major universities, have kept pace with our needs over the years.' Labor I 
education extension programs have been effective in bringing courses directly I 
to the union hall. This, of course was not always the case.

The first national U.S. vyorkers’ school in this century was formed in 1922 
by. A. J. Muste, then famous for heading up the Lawrence, Mass., textile strike 
m 1919. Brookwood College, as it was named, began as a two-year residency I 
institution offering courses in the traditional liberal arts together with training I 
for trade union service. The history of the rise and fall of Brookwood is well I 
told in James O. Morris’Conflict With in the AFL, Cornell University, 1958. I 
I mention it only to take note of span of 55 years in which labor and the college I 
community have been working at upgrading the knowledge and skills of trade 1 
union activists. . ■ ;

The Meany Labour Center . .

In 1969, following a feasibility study conducted by the AFL-CIO Department 
of Education, the AFL-CIO convention adopted a recommendation of the 
Executive Council to establish what is now known as the George Meany 
Center for Labor Studies. -

Th center opened on Labour Day 1969 after two meetings of the Board of; 
Trustees at which preliminary plans were discussed and adopted.

■' The purpose of the center as approved by the council were: I
To develop trade union leadership through training programs in the various 1 

technical skills required of a union leader.
To develop trade union leadership through educational programs in the social;* 

sciences and humanities in order that technical skills be buttressed.by a firm 
grounding in theory and philosophy.

To develop and engage in education programs and provide information I 
about the labour movement wliich will carry its basic philosophy to all parts of; I 
the community. 1
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In the initails tages, the center’s programmes were planned for full-time 
officials and staff of national and international unions. Today it boasts of 
a bevy of activities with 'one-weck institutes in a variety of subject areas and 
an impressive program in the visual and performing arts. Without ques­
tion, theAmerican labour movement now has a major institution of learning 
which union members can call their own.

The American system of education can count on the strong support of,the 
American labour movement..

The national alliance is there. It should grow and develop to meet . the 
knowledge needs of the remainder of this century. The AFL-CIO is commi­
tted to that end.”
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A Fair Share

THIS SHOW REPRESENTS the American industrial system, under which free 
labour and free management combine to produce the good things Of life for the 
American people as a whole.

Progress through co-operation is the theme of this show and progress through 
co-operation is the theme of American labour’s philosophy in regard to the 
American system and the American way of life. .

Under our system, labour is free to give its services or to withhold its services. 
Management is free to run their part of the job. What labour insists on is that, 
in the wealth produced by this system, labour must have a fair share. _

That is perhaps where American labour differs from labour in other parts 
of the world. We have no political party.. We make no claims that we should 
run the government. We do say that we should be adequately and fairly 
represented in the halls of Congress and in the state legislatures to see to it 
that we get our fair share of the wealth that this system produces.

We do not interfere with management. We want to see management prosper 
because a prosperous employer has a much better chance of being a decent 
employer than one who is not making the grade.

We want to protect American jobs. We have no objection to competing 
with labor in other parts of the world if that labor is being paid a fair and decent 
wage, if that labor is working under fair and decent conditions. We’re willing 
to take our chance in competition. '

For many years we’ve competed with foreign ■ employers, with European 
cartels, with systems all over the world. But now. we’ve reached a point 
where it’s American capital, American multinational corporations producing 
in otlier countries, using American knowhow and American techniques, using 
American machine tools, American inventions—'Using everything but American 
labor. And using cheap foreign labor, they then come back here, not to the 
advantage of the American consumer, because when you see these foreign 
products you’ll find that they are priced just as high as the American product 
made under decent and fair conditions.
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will fight to protect American labor from unfair American employers, 
from any element that tries to destroy our standard of life and we will protect 
American labour from unfair foreign competition*.

This show represents American labour’s belief in the American system. But 
don’t for one minute believe that we are satisfied. We’re riot satisfied.

We will not be satisfied until American jobs are protected.
We will not be satisfied until American low-paid workers—not our members— 

get a decent minimum wage so that they can be consumers, so that they can 
buy a little more than food and pay the rent.’

We’re not going to be satisfied until Americas’ cities are cleaned up, until 
there is some improvement made, until housing is available for the people of 
America at a decent interest rate. All of these items show that labors’ job is 
not finished.

Labour’s job is never finished.

Students entering.the labor force for temporary summer jobs rife expected to 
account for 2-8 million, while !• 5 million will be high.school and college

Labor Law Developments—Agency shop upheld for public Employees 

The Supreme Court upheld the constitutionality of agency shop agreements 
in the public sector against a challenge financed by the National Right to Work 
Committee’s legal fund. '

Public employees. are not basically different from private employees,” 
the court found, arid the constitutiorial rights of neither group are impaired 
by a union security agreement. .

That was the essential argument union attorneys had made in defence of the 
agency shop agreement negotiated by the Detroit local of the American Federa­
tion of Teachers and of the Michigan state law that authorizes such agreements.

Both sides saw the case as of major importance. The anti-union groups have ; 
increasingly focussed their efforts on public sector collective bargaining. ’ The'
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AFL-CIO and the Auto Workers filed a joint brief supporting the position of 
the Teachers and the Detroit Board of Education. .

AFT President Albert.Shanker termed the decision “an important victory 
for all public employees ” and a big step toward “ a rational system of labor 
relations in the public sector.

- On the key issues, a 6-3 majority joined in an opinion by Justice Potter Stewart 
that demolished the principal “ right-to-work’’ arguments—that government 
employees somehow have a unique constitutional right to avoid paying their 
share of a union’s bargaining and grievance-handling expenses, and that there 
is no way to separate bargaining costs from political expenditure because 
collective bargaining in the public sector is inherently political. -

An earlier Supreme Court decision in a Railway Labor Act, case had specified 
that persons obligated to pay dues or fees under a union security provision 
have the right to claim a refund for whatever portion of their payments goes 
into political or ideological causes they oppose.

Union attorneys did not contest that the same standard would apply in the 
public sector, and the Detroit Federation of Teachers had amended its constitu­
tion to provide for a rebate system even more liberal than that which has been 
required by the courts. It allows a rebate for expenditures on controversial 
issues “only incidentally related to wages, hours, and conditions of employ- , 
ment. ”. ' . ■

The Supreme Court acknowledged that it might be somewhat harder to separate 
political from bargaining activities in the public sector, but suggested that the 
objecting employees first use the procedures spelled" out in the'union constitution 
before seeking court relieL '

The court majority noted that Congress has left to the states the regulation 
of labor relations of state and locaT governments,, and that- Michigan chose 
system similar to the federal policy, including the requirement that a union 
chosen by a majority of workers, must fairly represent all workers, whether 
or not .they are union members. So that a union can carry out its 
responsibilities, the court noted Michigan law allows an agency shop agreement 
tinder which non-members pay a fee comparable to union dues.

The Supreme Court gave this example : \

“ The tasks of negotiating- and administering a collective bargaining agree- 
Ptent and representing the interests of employees in settling disputes and process- 
’ttg grievances are continuing and difilcult ones. They often entad expen<h'.ture 
01 much time and money. ......... The services of lawyers, expert negotiators 
economists and a research staff, as well as general administrative personnel, 
°Jay be required. ” ' : • " \ .

From the viewpoint of management, the court further noted there , is a .clear 
benefit in avoiding the “ confusion and conflict ” of dealing with riyal unions 
° different views, /.ir ' ; * ? ■ :■ j-r . . .-
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In all, the court said, “the desirability of labour peace is no less important 
in the public sector, nor is the risk of ‘ free riders any smaller.
While not technically dissenting, Justice Lewis F. Powell, Jr. joined by Chief 
Justice Warren E. Burger and Justice Harry A. Blackmun disagreed with the 
majority’s approach to union security.

They argued that standards which meet constitutional tests when applied 
to private industry are not necessarily acceptable when applied to the govern­
ment service. They also appeared to adopt the “right-to-work” argument 
that there is no feasible way to separate political from bargaining functions in 
the private sector and therefore any compulsory payment to a union is suspect. 

Increasing Attention to Rural Workers in ILO—Permanent Rural Committee 
Suggested.

ILO Director General Francis Blanchard, in his reply to the letter from Shri B. 
Bhagavati, President, INTUC and the Indian National Rural Labour Federa­
tion, has said that the problems of rural workers have received increasing 
attention in the ILO policy making organs. < ;

Addressing-a letter to the Director General on May 26, the INTUC President 
had pointed out that the problem of rural workers had assumed great urgency 
in recent years, especially in the developing countries and had suggested holding 
of a special session of the International Labour Conference to examine the most 
argent problems of rural workers, establishment of a permanent committee along 
the lines of the ILO Industrial Committee and differently from the exiting 
Advisory Group on Rural Development and setting up of a special rural department 
in the ILO to deal with the overall problems of the rural poor. '

, -M Blanchard,,in his reply, has also.pointed outthht the^ILO’s Govemng 
Body and the Finance Coriiniittee of Government Representatives at the recently 
concluded session of the International Labour Conference had unanimously 
supported the Director General’s Programmes and Budget Proposals for 1978-79 
which included a -substantial increase in funds for ruralf development activities;

The main areas in which the ILO will be active in its poverty-oriented rural 
deVeloipmeht programme are organisation of rural workers, rural employment, 
rural training, public services and improvement of working conditions of rural 
workers and rural women;

Unemployment Allowance for Maharashtra Villagers
A system of paying an unemployment allowance of Re. l a day for every adult 
who is willing to do unskilled manual labour will soon come into .force in the 
rural areas of Maharashtra; ; ■

Maharashtra has been the first State to introduce an unemployment guarantee 
scheme in the rural areas. — • . . . -

This provision forms part of a Bill guaranteeing security, of employment tp 
all rural people, which was introduced in the State Assembly on 14th July in

The Bill provides statutory sanction to the State’s Rural Employment

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Mandays loss in 1976

West Bengal has accounted for the largest number of mandays lost last year. 
During 1976 alone, the figure was 7*07 million. This was followed by UP at 
1 • 10 million. Tamil Nadu 0- 79 million, Kerala 0- 20 million and Maharashtra 
0-17 million. The main reason for mandays lost was industrial dispute leading 
to lock-out or strike. There was a sharp rise in mandays lost due to lock-outs. 
Mandays lost due to lock-outs during 1976 were 9* 03 million out of a toial 
of'll’48 million.

Loss of mandays due to strike was 2* 45 million. There was never such an 
increase in number of mandays lost owing to lock-outs as in 1976. Mandays 
lost in 1975 due to lock-outs were only 5*9 million. In 1974 the figure was at 
6’62 million.

The alarming feature during 1976 was that in the second half, loss of manday's 
in central and-states sectors had increased over the first half. In the earlier 
two years, the second halves accounted for lesser time losses than in the first. 
Industrywise break-up during 1976 reveals that time loss due to strikes and 
lock-outs was the highest in manufacturing group (9* 14 million) followed by 
mining and quarrying (0- 09 million) community, social and personal services 
(0’09 million)'and transport^ storage and communications (0*07 million).

I am to start with the recall of the u Itimate goel of an Industrial Organization- 

Economic performance, which, could be achieved through the investment in 
employees. However, a set-of dedicated employees could contribute to 
maximum productivity only when the organizational systems, particularly of 
routine work, are precisely and neatly arranged.

It appears to me that a medium sized management normally adopts style of 
lome other set-up organization without changing its own attitudes, and without 
keeping in view of its social environments and personnel structure. As a result, 
the lack of thorough and practical approach to the precise element of routine 
working of various departments put it in “disorganized human efforts ” 
condition. Therefore, we have to learn from others but should it tried whatever 
it best suited to us.

Nature of system :

Broadly speaking a system is not only the customary way of working but a 
well developed and speedier way unto productivity system is social morale of 
an Organization. It establishes a better Way of keeping the records, distributes' 
authority and streamlines the routine. Normally it is a product of solution^ 
of problems of work. System is a third party which has automatic control 
oyer the employees. It also avoides unnecessary hard work and involmentbf 
higher staff in routine work. It brings order out of disorder, and it has a 
specific sp^d. With systems employees’ time and energy are fully utilized. 
It has positive reactions into the other systems..
Structure of the System

System is combination of'problem, mature and logical solution, suggestions^ 
and employees, systems are inter-related and each system is affecting the other 
All systems ultimately go towards Organizational economic object. "The

The best way is to ask for suggestions from the employees, take into 
account the other facts and put them on paper after due consideration, impart 
theoritical training to the concerned employees and allocate proper authority 
to them. Go on adjusting the differences. But never change the whole system 
until you arrive at productive result.

In July 1977, the Consumer Price Index Number for Working Class New Series) 
for the Solapur Centre with base January to December I960 equal to 100 was 
330 being 5 points higher than that in the preceding month. The index relates 
to the standard of life ascertained during the year 1958-59 family living Survey 
in Solapur City.

The index number for the food group increased by 6 points to 356 due to a 
rise in the average prices of rice, jowar, arhardal, gramdal, masurdal,. ghee, 
turmeric, chillies dry, tamarind, onions, garlic, gur, tea leaf and a rise in the 
sub group index number of vegetables and fruits.

The index number for the pan, supari, tobacco etc. group increased by 12 
points to 283 due to a rise in the average prices of supari, katha, bidi, cigarettes 
and chewing tobacco.
