UNESCO Reglonal Training Centre to be set up in Delhi

An agreement was signed in New Delhi on 13 February
1962 between India and the United Nations Educational,
Scieritific and Cultural Organisation for establishment
in New Delhi of a regional centre for training of edu-
cational planners, administrators and supervisors in
4sia. The centre will be one of the four to be established
this year under the UNESCO programme for development of
primary education in Asia. Mr. A.V. Pai, retired I.C.S.
Officer will be the Director of the Centre in which 30
particlpants from Asian countries will be giving training.

The UNESCO will offer 16 fellowships. Under the agreement,

i1ts gensral administration will be looked after by the
Government of India and its technical supservision will

be entrusted to a Steering Committes of which the Secre-
tary to Education Minlstry of India Government will be the
Chairman and the FReglonal Director of the UNESCO in
Bangkok will be a member. The UNESCO will provide two
expert members of the staflf, translators and interpreters
and a good deal of equipment besides reimbursing the
expenditure incurred on account of the Director, the
Deputy Director, the Assistant Director and the Finance
0fficer of the gentre. The Government of Indla will
provide the necessary premises and hostel accommodation:

Payment of Bomus to Cotton Textile Torkers:
Results of Recent Agreements,

The Industrial Bulletin, 15 Degember 1961, of the
Employers® Fedoration of Ipdia, Bombay, has publighed a
brief review of the recent six apreements concluded between
the management and the trade unions in respesct of borus
poyments to employees in the cotton textile industry during
the period from Jamuary to October 1961, These arrangements
cover nearly 200,000 employees on the pay rolls of 122 cotton
mills, In terms of rumber of mills, the coverage under -
agroements amount to 25 per cent, and in terms of employment
a little more than 22 per cent of the total employment prevalent
in 1960, Of the gix aspgreements concluded during the year, three
have been concluded centre~wise and three firmewices The
centre=-wise agreements cover 48 out of 64 mills in Ahmodabad,
84 out of 73 mills in the district of Coimbatore, end 2 out of
3 mills in Alway®s  Two separate firm-wise sgreerents concluded
with the nanagements apply to mills each located at Rpjapalayam
and Gwalior while the third agreement covers 4 mills under the
menageront of Madura Mills Company located at the centres of
EIadm'ai. Ambasamdron . and Tuticorin in'Madras States

Ag many as half the rmumb er of agreements have been contracted
for a period of 3 to 4 yearse The Ahmedebad agreoment is operativae
for a period of 4 years from 1959 to 1962, while the Alwaye and
the Madure mills agreements cover a period of 3 years betwsen 1950
end 1962, On the other hand, the Coimbatore ard the Rejapalayom
agreements have been concluded for a lesser period of ome year and
relate to 1960, The Gwalior agreement, however, is valid for
1959 and 19604 . ,

There is provision in some of the agreements concerning the
compulsory payment of bonus by companies whioh incur loss during
tho period of agreerente The Madura mills managerent=labour
ogroement had laid down the minimum quantum of boms which the
management is required to pay regardless of the extent of loss
suffered during the period of egpeepsst agreements Similarly,
the Coimbatore agreement stipulateg the payment of ex=-gratia sums
by mills which had sugtained loss during 1960, Barring these two -
agreements, the payment of bonus under other apgreements dapends
upon the surplus of profitsavailable to the company for distributions

An analysis of the terms and conditions of setjblemenf' in regard
